This website will allow you to look up a “report card” for each public school. It will provide an overall synopsis of
the school, including information of program/course offerings (i.e. AP classes or International Baccalaureate pro-
gram), a school's academic performance, enrollment, CSAP results (standardized testing), safety and discipline inci-
dents, student/teacher ratio, teacher qualifications and how taxpayer dollars are spent. It should not be used as the
sole criteria for choosing a school, but it can quickly answer some questions.
